The purpose of the Cultural Strategy is to provide a guiding vision for culture in Camden
from 2026 to 2031 for the benefit of everyone living in and visiting the borough. It will offer a
framework to help realise the borough's cultural ambitions and underpin key goals, aligning
with other important strategies and plans such as We Make Camden, the Evening and
Night-Time Economy Strategy, the Strategy for Diversity in the Public Realm, Reimagining
Our High Streets, and the borough's diversity, youth, and estate missions.

The cultural strategy aims to create a more inclusive and accessible cultural landscape
across the borough, with particular focus on currently under-served areas. By improving
access to cultural activities, events, and facilities, the strategy seeks to enhance community
engagement, improve social cohesion, and celebrate the borough's rich diversity.

The strategy is expected to benefit all residents by making cultural experiences more
accessible regardless of geographic location, socio-economic background, or personal
circumstances. It will create more opportunities for participation in the arts, heritage, and
creative industries, which can enhance well-being, build skills, and strengthen community
identity. Certain groups, particularly those from Black, Asian, and Minority Ethnic
communities, disabled individuals, and members of the LGBT+ community, may face
unique barriers to accessing culture, such as physical inaccessibility or lack of
representation in cultural offerings. By addressing these challenges, the strategy aims to
promote equitable opportunities that reflect the experiences and interests of these groups.

By prioritising inclusivity and targeting specific areas through the action plan, the culture
strategy works towards cultural democracy empowering underrepresented groups and
ensuring that the benefits of the borough's cultural resources are shared by all.

From July - November 2024 the service undertook an extensive consultation programme
with residents, artists, cultural organisations/partners, schools, higher education,
knowledge quarter partners, representatives from the Business Improvement Districts,
young people, the Disability Oversight Panel, colleagues across the Council and via an
online survey. The combination of engagement has generated over 300 responses, their
views and ideas have helped to shape the strategy, the vision and ambitions.

Consultation continues, from Monday 14 July to Thursday 31 July 2025 residents, artists,
cultural organisations/partners, schools, higher education, Knowledge Quarter partners,
representatives from the Business Improvement Districts, young people and colleagues
across the Council will have the opportunity to review and comment on the draft Cultural
Strategy before it is finalised and presented to Cabinet for agreement and adoption.

The Cultural Strategy is led by the Council but is intended to provide the framework for all
arts, cultural and creative industry organisations, businesses, agencies and institutions
whom contribute to cultural development across the borough.

Sexual orientation

The age of participants varies greatly across the borough and the wider cultural programme
sponsored/produced by the borough's range of cultural partners. A number of partner cultural
organisations provide programmes that target people from specific age groups, for example
Children and Young People - Roundhouse, Scene and Heard, Donmar Warehouse, The Place,
Grassroot Arts Studios, while others provide programmes that appeal to inter-generational and
family audiences. There is a level of cultural programme that is geared to an older audience, e.g.
Camden Black British History Group, The Place among others.

Our Love Camden Cultural Programme is promoted for Family audiences and attracts residents
from all age groups, it is difficult to accurately record demographics at events where attendance is

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Disability, including family carers

Disability has not been routinely recorded across our Love Camden cultural programme ,
however it is noted that whilst many activities are open to all. Across our entire programme
we consider access for disabled people. Our events are presented in accessible venues
and access needs are considered in their delivery.

As part of the 1st phase of engagement we consulted with the Disability Oversight Group
on the development of the Cultural Strategy. The session was attended by 30 disabled
residents and reprsented approcximately 10% of in person engagement.

Cultural Partner venues are disabled accessible and consider access issues in the context
Gender reassignment

Gender reassignment has not been recorded during the consultation on the cultural
strategy or in regard to the Love Camden cultural programme.

Marriage and civil partnership

Marital/civil partnership status has not been recorded during the consultation on the cultural
strategy or in regard to the Love Camden cultural programme.

Pregnancy and maternity

Pregnancy and maternity status has not been recorded during the consultation on the
cultural strategy or in regard to the Love Camden cultural programme.
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Race

Race has not been routinely recorded during the consultation on the cultural strategy or in
regard to the Love Camden cultural programme. Whilst our programme is open to all, much
of the Love Camden cultural programme is developed and promoted with specific
communities in mind e.g. Black History Season - African, Caribbean, and Somalian, South
Asian Heritage Month - Indian, Bangladeshi, Pakistani among other south asian countries,
Windrush - Homecoming and Pitt Lecture, Holocaust Memorial - targets Jewish community
albeit not exclusively. We have over time provided support to the Camden Black Creatives,
Grassroots Arts Studios, Camden Black British History and Akademi (South Asian Dance
Company).

Religion or belief

Religion or belief has not been routinely recorded during the consultation on the cultural
strategy or in regard to the Love Camden cultural programme, however it is noted that
many activities are open to all. It is difficult to accurately record demographics at events
where attendance is ad-hoc throughout the day. Notwithstanding that in 2023, Little Amal
came to Camden to celebrate with members of the Jewish, Christian, and Muslim
communities in a year where the festivals of Passover, Easter and Ramadan coincided.
Little Amals Gathering was her first return to London since 2021 and was a welcoming
celebration of London Borough of Camden's multiculturalism and an interfaith celebration.
Delivered in collaboration with JW3, The Walk Productions, University of the Arts London,
London Irish Centre, the Roundhouse, Argent and residents associations from Somers

Sex

Gender has not been routinely recorded during the consultation on the cultural strategy or
in regard to the Love Camden cultural programme. At other events, it's difficult to
accurately record demographics where attendance is ad-hoc throughout the day. Some of
our Cultural Partner organisations will run programmes and activities that are for Women
and Girls only.

Sexual orientation

Sexual orientation has not been routinely recorded during the consultation on the cultural
strategy or in regard to the Love Camden cultural programme. At other events, it's difficult
to accurately record demographics where attendance is ad-hoc throughout the day. Our
Love Camden programme included a programme of events for LGBTQ+ Heritage month in
February and a Queer Market in St Giles Square in support of London Pride. In future
years we plan to increase our programme in February for LGBTQ+ Heritage Month. During
2025 we commissioned an artist who identifies as LBBTQ to create a new artwork to be
hung in the grand lobby in the Town Hall. The artwork will be accessioned to the Camden
Art Collection.

The purpose of the Cultural Strategy is to provide a guiding vision for culture in Camden from 2026 to 2031 for the benefit of everyone living in and visiting the borough. It will offer a framework to help realise the borough's cultural ambitions and underpin key goals, aligning with other important strategies and plans such as We Make Camden, the Evening and Night-Time Economy Strategy, the Strategy for Diversity in the Public Realm, Reimagining Our High Streets, and the borough's diversity, youth, and estate missions.



The cultural strategy aims to create a more inclusive and accessible cultural landscape across the borough, with particular focus on currently under-served areas. By improving access to cultural activities, events, and facilities, the strategy seeks to enhance community engagement, improve social cohesion, and celebrate the borough's rich diversity.



The strategy is expected to benefit all residents by making cultural experiences more accessible regardless of geographic location, socio-economic background, or personal circumstances. It will create more opportunities for participation in the arts, heritage, and creative industries, which can enhance well-being, build skills, and strengthen community identity. Certain groups, particularly those from Black, Asian, and Minority Ethnic communities, disabled individuals, and members of the LGBT+ community, may face unique barriers to accessing culture, such as physical inaccessibility or lack of representation in cultural offerings. By addressing these challenges, the strategy aims to promote equitable opportunities that reflect the experiences and interests of these groups.



By prioritising inclusivity and targeting specific areas through the action plan, the culture strategy works towards cultural democracy empowering underrepresented groups and ensuring that the benefits of the borough's cultural resources are shared by all.



From July - November 2024 the service undertook an extensive consultation programme with residents, artists, cultural organisations/partners, schools, higher education, knowledge quarter partners, representatives from the Business Improvement Districts, young people, the Disability Oversight Panel, colleagues across the Council and via an online survey. The combination of engagement has generated over 300 responses, their views and ideas have helped to shape the strategy, the vision and ambitions. 



Consultation continues, from Monday 14 July to Thursday 31 July 2025 residents, artists, cultural organisations/partners, schools, higher education, Knowledge Quarter partners, representatives from the Business Improvement Districts, young people and colleagues across the Council will have the opportunity to review and comment on the draft Cultural Strategy before it is finalised and presented to Cabinet for agreement and adoption.



The Cultural Strategy is led by the Council but is intended to provide the framework for all arts, cultural and creative industry organisations, businesses, agencies and institutions whom contribute to cultural development across the borough.

The age of participants varies greatly across the borough and the wider cultural programme sponsored/produced by the borough's range of cultural partners. A number of partner cultural organisations provide programmes that target people from specific age groups, for example Children and Young People - Roundhouse, Scene and Heard, Donmar Warehouse, The Place, Grassroot Arts Studios, while others provide programmes that appeal to inter-generational and family audiences. There is a level of cultural programme that is geared to an older audience, e.g. Camden Black British History Group, The Place among others.

Our Love Camden Cultural Programme is promoted for Family audiences and attracts residents from all age groups, it is difficult to accurately record demographics at events where attendance is ad-hoc throughout the day. We consulted widely on the development of the strategy. 50% of respondents were over 65, 26% were aged 55-64 and 36% wered aged between 34 an 54. In addition we ran targetted consultation events with Young People.
	Disability including family carers: 

Disability has not been routinely recorded across our Love Camden cultural programme , however it is noted that whilst many activities are open to all. Across our entire programme we consider access for disabled people. Our events are presented in accessible venues and access needs are considered in their delivery.



As part of the 1st phase of engagement we consulted with the Disability Oversight Group on the development of the Cultural Strategy. The session was attended by 30 disabled residents and reprsented approcximately 10% of in person engagement.



Cultural Partner venues are disabled accessible and consider access issues in the context of the programme they present.

Religion or belief has not been routinely recorded during the consultation on the cultural strategy or in regard to the Love Camden cultural programme, however it is noted that many activities are open to all. It is difficult to accurately record demographics at events where attendance is ad-hoc throughout the day. Notwithstanding that in 2023, Little Amal came to Camden to celebrate with members of the Jewish, Christian, and Muslim communities in a year where the festivals of Passover, Easter and Ramadan coincided. Little Amals Gathering was her first return to London since 2021 and was a welcoming celebration of London Borough of Camden's multiculturalism and an interfaith celebration. Delivered in collaboration with JW3, The Walk Productions, University of the Arts London, London Irish Centre, the Roundhouse, Argent and residents associations from Somers Town and Alexandra and Ainsworth estates, Little Amal met with over 4000 residents throughout the day at JW3, Rowley Way, British Library, Somers Town (procession) and Granary Square. The event ended with a community Iftar on Granary Square, delivered by the Ramadan Tent project with 1,000 people participating.

Gender has not been routinely recorded during the consultation on the cultural strategy or in regard to the Love Camden cultural programme. At other events, it's difficult to accurately record demographics where attendance is ad-hoc throughout the day.
