The Camden Climate Action Plan 2026—2030 sets out the Council’s strategic approach to
tackling the climate crisis and building resilience to its impacts. It builds on the 2020-2025
plan and continues the concept of the shared endeavour framework set out in that first
Climate Action Plan, with action taken by all levels within the community - residents,
organisations, and the Council - to tackle the climate crisis.

The Plan sets out the climate programme's focus for the next five years across seven
priority areas: Buildings & retrofit, Sustainable Travel, Greening and growing,
Communication, education and empowerment; Council operations, Local circular economy;
and Enablers.

Each priority has its own objective, and outcomes which we want to achieve and examples
of actions that we may take to help achieve those outcomes.

The plan aims to:

* Reduce borough-wide emissions as well as our own Council's estate and operations
emissions

* Build the borough's resilience to climate hazards such as extreme heat and flooding, with
a focus on protecting those most vulnerable to its impacts

* Empower residents and organisations to take climate action

* Use climate action to improve the day-to-day lives of residents and therefore work to
reduce social, economic and health inequalities linked to climate impacts

The plan has been developed and shaped by over 280 residents, businesses, and
community groups through an extensive five month engagement process including
workshops, community discussions, meetings and a resident-led community climate action
day. 53 residents were recruited through a Expression of Interest process to take part in the
Community Climate Action Day, which was the culmination of the resident engagement
process. This EOI process allowed us to ensure the residents who took part reflected the
diversity of the borough and provided opportunities for those with protected characteristics
to share their lived experiences and help us shape a plan that responds to their priorities.
Businesses and community organisations had the opportunity to help shape the plan with
targeted workshops which culminated in a session at the We Make Camden Summit.

Since the plan has been drafted, it has been further shaped and refined through a
four-week public consultation.

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Following this, Camden Council’ s Cabinet are being asked to approve and agree the new
Climate Action Plan further to extensive public consultation and engagement noted above.

The climate crisis potentially poses significant negative consequences for everyone, and in
fact over the past five years our citizens have already experienced the impacts of a
changing climate, including extreme heat and flooding. The Climate Action Plan 2026 -
2030 serves to mitigate the climate crisis in Camden, whilst also helping to protect those
most vulnerable to the impacts and building Camden's resilience to these hazards. This in
turn will deliver positive impacts for the public, including groups with protected
characteristics.

The impacts of the climate crisis affects everybody, but due to variations in exposure and
vulnerability it is recognised that healthier and wealthier residents are more able to protect
themselves from climate hazards, and for example socioeconomically deprived
communities can be disproportionately and inequitably affected. Housing density, quality
and affordability, planning rules (for example, the presence or absence of conservation
areas and other neighbourhood planning controls), may predispose less affluent
communities to higher climate risk exposure. At the same time, higher prevalence of
existing long term health conditions increases vulnerability to the impacts of extreme heat
for example. Climate risk modeling data has shown that climate risk is typically higher in
areas with a higher IMD score and areas with a deficiency in access to nature.

The Climate Action Plan 's proposed outcomes and actions includes prioritising
interventions where possible to benefit the areas or groups with most need, whilst raising
awareness among the communities which are most affected so that people are empowered
to take steps to build their resilience to climate risks.

London Councils Climate Equity Research Final Report (May 2025) highlights how climate
action programmes can unintentionally reinforce or exacerbate existing inequalities if equity
is not embedded from the outset. The report provides a framework for ensuring that climate
interventions deliver fair outcomes for all Londoners, especially those from marginalised or
vulnerable groups. |

n particular it recommended in creating Climate Action Plans, that boroughs should:

* Prioritise co-design with underrepresented groups to shape interventions.

* Target funding and support to those most in need (e.g. low-income, disabled, ethnic
minority households).

* Ensure accessibility in all communications and engagement formats.

* Monitor and evaluate the distribution of benefits and burdens across different groups.
* Embed equity metrics into climate action planning and delivery.

These elements have been used to shape the priorities and principles behind our approach
to delivering the new Climate Action Plan.

Camden has a resident population of approximately 210,100 (Census 2021). Almost half of
Camden’s population (Census 2021) is made up of people aged 25-49 and

72.8% are classified as working age (16-64). Predictions are that people over 65 will make

up a larger proportion of Camden’s population in the future, so we need to future proof the

borough to meet the needs of people over 65, but also ensure that they remain in good

health.

Older adults, those with pre-existing health conditions and disabilities, and young children are more
vulnerable to the impacts of climate change - noticeably heat and air pollution, with increased risk of
respiratory illness and heat-related health impacts ( Nguyen, E., (2022) Studying the impact of

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Disability, including family carers

Compared to the London average, there is a higher proportion of people in Camden who
identify themselves as being disabled (15.2%, compared to the Greater London average of
13.2% - 2021 Census). Disabled residents may face greater risks during extreme weather
events, and have pre-existing health conditions that make them vulnerable to the impacts of
extreme heat, air pollution and flooding. This includes those with mobility impairments or
long-term health conditions. They are more likely to live in poverty and have less resources
available to them to building their resilience and adapt to climate risks. They may face
physical barriers to accessing green infrastructure or active travel schemes and can be
excluded from mainstream engagement activities.

Black Asian Minority Ethnic people made up 40.5% of Camden’s population in

2021, an increase from 31% since 2011 (2023 Camden Profile). Black Asian Minority
Ethnic communities may be disproportionately affected by poor housing and climate
hazards. They are more likely to live in poverty, or areas of increased exposure to climate
hazards, and not have the resources available to them to build their resilience to climate
impacts.

Low-income households

London Councils Climate Equity Research Final Report (May 2025) found evidence that
low-income households are more likely to live in poor, energy inefficient and uncomfortable
housing and be unable to afford energy-efficiency upgrades or recover from climate-related
damage.

2023/24

hazards

Homeless people will not experience disproportionate impacts or discrimination because of
the new Climate Action Plan and should benefit from the proposals. Benefits include the
provision of free and accessible cool spaces.

Private rental tenants in deprived areas

Those private rental tenants in deprived areas are more likely to live in poor, energy
inefficient and uncomfortable housing. They also have less resources available to them to
build their resilience and take climate action -for example they may have limited control
over property improvements and left out of retrofit schemes that focus on homeowners
(London Councils Climate Equity Research Final Report (May 2025)).

Generally, people who share the demographics of more than one protected and

additional characteristic group are more likely to have lower-incomes or be in debt and
experience problems related to these (Equalities and Human Rights Commission, (2022).
Low income and debt problems inquiry). The plan recognises that climate impacts are not
felt equally. For example, older residents in social housing, especially top floor flats, in
areas of heat risks, and disabled people on low incomes in areas with lack of green space
may face compounded risks. The plan seeks to address these disproportionate impacts of
the climate crisis on residents and our approach to delivering the plan is designed to
provide targeted actions that address these overlapping vulnerabilities for example
targeting lower income households, and those living in older, less energy efficient
properties with financial support and support services to improve their homes comfort and
energy efficiency, and save money on their bills.

Older people, and children, and those with pre-existing health conditions are generally
known to be particularly vulnerable to health damage from exposure to extreme heat; and
those from a socioeconomically deprived communities may have higher exposure due to
inadequate housing conditions or living in areas with a deficiency in green space. There is
limited available public health data showing whether people from protected groups in
Camden are proportionately more affected by health conditions associated with climate
hazard exposure. This does not prove that there is no disproportionate effect upon people
based upon race, age, health or disability, but it does highlight the need for a continued
push to use public health data as effectively as possible to target interventions at those
areas or groups which are most vulnerable and/or most affected by climate change
impacts. This commitment is included within the new Climate Action Plan 2026-30 to
ensure that the delivery of projects to improve the borough's resilience and tackle the
climate crisis and engage Camden’s communities is focused on interventions that will
deliver the most benefit, and in particular for people with existing health vulnerabilities and
protected groups.

The Plan recognises that climate vulnerability is shaped by overlapping factors such as
income, race, disability, and housing status. The Plan’s place-based approach, combined
with targeted funding and co-designed interventions, aims to address these intersecting
inequalities. This includes prioritising areas with high Index of Multiple Deprivation (IMD)
scores and ensuring that community-led solutions are supported in the most affected
neighbourhoods.

In another example, the Climate Action Plan sets out to improve the energy efficiency of
homes by ensuring that the Camden Climate Fund provides financial support to community
groups and residents living in all tenures of homes, with a focus particularly on those lower
income households who are more likely to live in fuel poverty, as well as continuing to
deliver energy efficiency and heating upgrades to Council properties, targeting the least
efficient properties.

	rather than copying large amounts of text from elsewhere: The Camden Climate Action Plan 2026–2030 sets out the Council’s strategic approach to tackling the climate crisis and building resilience to its impacts. It builds on the 2020–2025 plan and continues the concept of the shared endeavour framework set out in that first Climate Action Plan, with action taken by all levels within the community - residents, organisations, and the Council - to tackle the climate crisis.  

The Plan sets out the climate programme's focus for the next five years across seven priority areas: Buildings & retrofit, Sustainable Travel, Greening and growing, Communication, education and empowerment; Council operations, Local circular economy; and Enablers.

Each priority has its own objective, and outcomes which we want to achieve and examples of actions that we may take to help achieve those outcomes. 

The plan aims to:
* Reduce borough-wide emissions as well as our own Council's estate and operations emissions
* Build the borough's resilience to climate hazards such as extreme heat and flooding, with a focus on protecting those most vulnerable to its impacts
* Empower residents and organisations to take climate action
* Use climate action to improve the day-to-day lives of residents and therefore work to reduce social, economic and health inequalities linked to climate impacts

The plan has been developed and shaped by over 280 residents, businesses, and community groups through an extensive five month engagement process including workshops, community discussions, meetings and a resident-led community climate action day. 53 residents were recruited through a Expression of Interest process to take part in the  Community Climate Action Day, which was the culmination of the resident engagement process. This EOI process allowed us to ensure the residents who took part reflected the diversity of the borough and provided opportunities for those with protected characteristics to share their lived experiences and help us shape a plan that responds to their priorities.
Businesses and community organisations had the opportunity to help shape the plan with targeted workshops which culminated in a session at the We Make Camden Summit. 

Since the plan has been drafted, it has been further shaped and refined through a four-week public consultation.


	undefined_3: Following this, Camden Council’s Cabinet are being asked to approve and agree the new Climate Action Plan further to extensive public consultation and engagement noted above.



The climate crisis potentially poses significant negative consequences for everyone, and in fact over the past five years our citizens have already experienced the impacts of a changing climate, including extreme heat and flooding. The Climate Action Plan 2026 - 2030 serves to mitigate the climate crisis in Camden, whilst also helping to protect those most vulnerable to the impacts and building Camden's resilience to these hazards.  This in turn will deliver positive impacts for the public, including groups with protected characteristics. 



The impacts of the climate crisis affects everybody, but due to variations in exposure and vulnerability it is recognised that healthier and wealthier residents are more able to protect themselves from climate hazards, and for example socioeconomically deprived communities can be disproportionately and inequitably affected. Housing density, quality and affordability, planning rules (for example, the presence or absence of conservation areas and other neighbourhood planning controls), may predispose less affluent communities to higher climate risk exposure. At the same time, higher prevalence of existing long term health conditions increases vulnerability to the impacts of extreme heat for example. Climate risk modeling data has shown that climate risk is typically higher in areas with a higher IMD score and areas with a deficiency in access to nature.



The Climate Action Plan 's proposed outcomes and actions includes prioritising interventions where possible to benefit the areas or groups with most need, whilst raising awareness among the communities which are most affected so that people are empowered to take steps to build their resilience to climate risks.



London Councils Climate Equity Research Final Report (May 2025) highlights how climate action programmes can unintentionally reinforce or exacerbate existing inequalities if equity is not embedded from the outset. The report provides a framework for ensuring that climate interventions deliver fair outcomes for all Londoners, especially those from marginalised or vulnerable groups. I



n particular it recommended in creating Climate Action Plans, that boroughs should:

* Prioritise co-design with underrepresented groups to shape interventions.

* Target funding and support to those most in need (e.g. low-income, disabled, ethnic minority households).

* Ensure accessibility in all communications and engagement formats.

* Monitor and evaluate the distribution of benefits and burdens across different groups.

* Embed equity metrics into climate action planning and delivery.

	Disability including family carers: Compared to the London average, there is a higher proportion of people in Camden who 
identify themselves as being disabled (15.2%, compared to the Greater London average of 
13.2% - 2021 Census).  Disabled residents may face greater risks during extreme weather events, and have pre-existing health conditions that make them vulnerable to the impacts of extreme heat, air pollution and flooding.  This includes those with mobility impairments or long-term health conditions. For example, older residents in social housing, especially top floor flats, in areas of heat risks, and disabled people on low incomes in areas with lack of green space may face compounded risks. The plan seeks to address these disproportionate impacts of the climate crisis on residents and our approach to delivering the plan is designed to provide targeted actions that address these overlapping vulnerabilities for example targeting lower income households, and those living in older, less energy efficient properties with financial support and support services to improve their homes comfort and energy efficiency, and save money on their bills. 

Older people, and children, and those with pre-existing health conditions are generally known to be particularly vulnerable to health damage from exposure to extreme heat; and those from a socioeconomically deprived communities may have higher exposure due to inadequate housing conditions or living in areas with a deficiency in green space.  There is limited available public health data showing whether people from protected groups in Camden are proportionately more affected by health conditions associated with climate hazard exposure. This does not prove that there is no disproportionate effect upon people based upon race, age, health or disability, but it does highlight the need for a continued push to use public health data as effectively as possible to target interventions at those areas or groups which are most vulnerable and/or most affected by climate change impacts. This commitment is included within the new Climate Action Plan 2026-30 to ensure that the delivery of projects to improve the borough's resilience and tackle the climate crisis and engage Camden’s communities is focused on interventions that will deliver the most benefit, and in particular for people with existing health vulnerabilities and protected groups.

The Plan recognises that climate vulnerability is shaped by overlapping factors such as income, race, disability, and housing status. The Plan’s place-based approach, combined with targeted funding and co-designed interventions, aims to address these intersecting inequalities. This includes prioritising areas with high Index of Multiple Deprivation (IMD) scores and ensuring that community-led solutions are supported in the most affected neighbourhoods.

In another example,  the Climate Action Plan sets out to improve the energy efficiency of homes by ensuring that the Camden Climate Fund provides financial support to community groups and residents living in all tenures of homes, with a focus particularly on those lower income households who are more likely to live in fuel poverty, as well as continuing to deliver energy efficiency and heating upgrades to Council properties, targeting the least efficient properties.  Although fuel poverty is not considered a protected characteristic, an estimated 8.6% of households in Camden struggle to meet the costs of heating their homes and data highlights that those living in low income households are more likely to have an association or multiple associations with the protected characteristics, for example age and ethnicity. Targeting the low-income households therefore indirectly benefits the protected groups.

The Climate Action Plan has been produced to incorporate ongoing participation and co-design throughout its delivery, so as to respond to community needs and to proactively engage groups and individuals in an effort to achieve positive outcomes, improve residents lives, and for the advancement of equality of opportunity among protected groups.
