Flood risk:

The flood risk assessment explains that the water storage tanks are double lined with
stainless steel with an additional WRAS (Water Regulations Advisory Scheme) approved
rubber liner. The applicant has now also confirmed they will carry out regular maintenance
and inspections in accordance with the manufacturers recommendations. This is considered
to sufficient mitigate the risk of failure and residual risk of flooding.

It is therefore recommended that condition 16 (Flood resistant wall to water storage tanks) is
removed and replaced with a condition to require regular maintenance and inspections to be
carried out in accordance with the manufacturers recommendations.

Recommended condition:

Condition 16 (water storage tanks)

The above ground water storage tanks hereby approved shall be maintained and inspected
in accordance with the manufacturers recommendations at all times in the future.
